The Hungarian Academy of Sciences was establisheyg the
Nation in order to cultivate the Hungarian languageand to
serve science and scholarship.

It is a just demand of society that the freedom athis time-
honoured national institution of Hungarian scienceand
scholarship be endorsed and enlarged through thedeslative
reinforcement of its self-governing rights, and thedemocracy
of its internal life strengthened without, however interfering
with the autonomy of other institutions cultivating and
representing science.

To achieve these ends, Parliament has passed thédwing
Act

On the Legal Status of the Hungarian Academy of Sences

Section 1

(1) The Hungarian Academy of Sciences (hereinaftefthe
Academy") shall be an independent public-law assoaiion
based on the principle of self-government and fun@ning as
a legal entity. As such it shall perform public reponsibilities
related to the cultivation, support, and representtion of
science.

(2) This independent public-law association shalldo
constituted by the members of the Academy as defiddy
Section 6, as well as by other, non-member repregatives of
science defined by Section 7.

(3) Its academician members shall exercise theirghts
through participation, while its non-academician menbers,
by representation in the manner determined by thisAct and
the Statutes of the Academy.



(4) The views of the Academy shall be obtained omw draft
legislation, prospective government measure or pragm etc.
directly affecting its activity as an independent pblic-law
association, or the professional work of its reseah centres.

Section 2

(1) In order that the Academy can perform its duties defined
by this Act, it shall establish and operate a pubtly funded
research network governed by it. Also, in keeping ith

Section 23 (6) of this Act, it may establish compaes owned
by itself as well as support other organisations mmoting
science or the arts.

(2) The Academy comes under a separate heading imet
central budget of the Government, a heading also wering
the budgets of non-profit organisations operated bythe
Academy as a public-law association.

(3) Rules relating to public-law associations shodl be
applied to the Academy with derogations defined byhis Act.

(1) The Hungarian Academy of Sciences (hereinaftbe

Academy) is a national public institution that ftioos as a
public-law association in keeping with Academy Liw. XL of

1994 As Amended in 2009 (hereinafter: HASL).

(4) (GA) Entitled to represent the Academy’s stamtards the
Government is the Academy’s President on a minatézvel,
the Academy’s General Secretary on a secretaryabé sevel,
albeit by previous arrangement with the President] on a



ministerial department head level, any Academy cdafi
designated for the job at hand by the Presiderth@rGeneral
Secretary in his stead.

(5) The elected bodies, elected or commissioneatlitg
officials must make and present their decisions atahds
according to detailed rules defined by the Academyits
Procedures (hereinaftePROQ.

In a
manner set by the Academy’s Statutes, they all conibute to
the Academy performing its public duties.

(2) Academicians are elected to become members by
domestic members of the Academy. Each academician
belongs to a scientific section. In a manner set byhe
Academy’s Statutes, academicians can apply to trafes to
another scientific section.

(3) The number of domestic academicians under 70
cannot exceed 200, while at no time can the totaumber of
domestic academicians exceed 365.

(1) The amendments of the Academy's Statutes and
Procedures approved by the General Assembly on 5
December, 2011 take effect on 7 December, 2011 with
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the exception of points (2)-(5) below.

(2) Amendments pertaining to formerly self-sufficient
research institutes that have been subsumed under
research centres, and their directors take effaectlo
January, 2012.

(3) Procedures in progress at the time of the amendment
taking effect must be continued in keeping with
regulations effective at their onset.

(4) Directors of formerly self-sufficient institutesahwere
subsumed under research centres as of 1 Janudr, 20
are to lose their full CRUE membership as welllesrt
right to attend with voice but no vote the General
Assembly and sessions of their respective scientifi
sections; however, those of them who had served as

CRUE representatives in the Presidium may contiaue
do so until the next General Assembly.

(5) With the exception of point (4) above, directors’
participation rights in elected bodies remain utiseg
as the amendments take effect but only until theeti
new elections can follow up on the amendments.

Electing non-academician representatives to theefaén
Assembly

1. 8 The breakdown by branches of science of th& rain-
academician representatives of the General Assensblgs
follows: 143 places are spread evenly among thecldntific
sections, while the remaining 57 places are atlostecording to
the relative force of non-academician public-lanscasation
members attached to each section. Those 57 plezelsvaded in
proportion to the relative number of public-law @sation
members registered 90 days before the election.diigion of
those 57 seats should be approved by the Presidiugast 60
days before the election takes place.

2. 8 (1) Seats should be divided first among sasti@and then
among scientific committees according to the d’Homthod
described below.

(2) Lists are made for each section and its cotesstindicating
the number of their respective public-law assooratnembers;
total numbers are listed in first lines which arert halved in the
second lines, with thirds etc. listed in the refsthe lines. Seats
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first go to the section (committee) boasting theatgst numbers
in the first, second, third etc. lines, with funthgeats going to
sections (committees) boasting the second, thied @gteatest
numbers. This goes on until all the seats but owegane. If

more than one sections (committees) are eligibtethe last

available seat, lots are drawn to decide which i@ect

(1) Non-academician representatives to the Genssakbmbly
are elected by non-academician members of the @lavi
association on lists of scientific committees bgree ballot by
mail or e-mail.

(2) The first stage is based on a free poll coretlidy a
budgetary organisation of the Academy designatethtjob by
the Academy’s President, and it proceeds by madé-orail.

(3) Paper ballots containing votes for more persihias seats
must be regarded null and void.

(4) The election itself is supervised by an electemmmittee
commissioned by the Presidium with secretarial stesce
provided by a budgetary organisation designated thg
President.

(5) Ballots must first be approved by the electtommittee and
then sealed by the budgetary organisation desidnbye the
President. Ballots must be sent by mail in anonynalosed
envelopes that receive registration numbers dfiey have been
officially opened. With electronic balloting it mube ensured
that only those entitled to vote can send in a Y& must be
their own. It must also be ensured that the pessmding in a
vote cannot be recognised at the time of the bakiciny time
later.

(6) The vote-counting committee of the election oattee
ascertains in its official minutes the number olidsdallots, the
order of votes cast for each nominee, and thenahges of those
who have received seats on the lists of scientfimmittees.
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These minutes are public, and free to look int@ imanner set
by the procedures of each scientific section. loase of vote
equality, unless the section’s procedures tell mtlse, lots must
be drawn. A non-academician representative of @&nsic
section must be regarded as properly elected $hieethas gained
at least 20 per cent of the votes. All nomineestrhase-tried by
balloting if they receive less than 20 per centhef votes. The
new round will be valid irrespective of the numhmrballots
cast, but the list of nominees in this new roundstmot include
more names than 150 per cent of the number ofablaikeats.

(7) An official record must be drawn up of the nanué those
who have gained seats. Paper ballots must be ddpaswithin

results. Likewise, electronic votes must be irestably deleted
after the authentication and proclamation of tleetgbn results.

(8) Should a representative relinquish his/hert dea any
reason, the person immediately behind him/her oe th
committee’s list of election results must replaoe/her.

Voting procedures in decision-making bodies

(1) Decision-making bodies may vote in person atrtmeeting
or in absentia either on paper or electronicallyaAneeting, it is
the chair (conducting chair) who should ascertahetiver the
session has a quorum with more than half of thodilexl to

vote present. The same applies to voting on papeace-mail:

incoming ballots should exceed half the numbehoté entitled
to vote. Accepting or amending the statutes or gutapes of the
particular body is only feasible if an announcemeinthe vote
was sent out in writing at least 8 days before tthree of the
session or the start of the in absentia ballot.

(2) It is the chair (conducting chair) who is eett to call a vote
in person. However, the procedures of the body alsy allow
for the body’s membership asking for (and gettiagjote. The
chair must announce an in absentia paper ballbtyngail, an in
absentia electronic vote via e-mail. The announcgnmaeust
include the name of the body holding a ballot, ifseies to vote
on, the manner in which the vote is to be condyaed finally
the exact hour and minute of the vote’s beginnind and. For
electronic voting there must be a voting templateeasible to
those only who are eligible to vote by using a codade
available to them for a limited time and on a offfebasis.

(3) The issue to be voted on must be unambigudosiulated
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by the chair (conducting chair).

(4) The chair (conducting chair) must nominate twembers of
the body to count and/or validate the ballots. They accepted
(or rejected) by an open ballot cast by those pitesAn
electronic balloting must be validated and regeder
electronically by the chair and at least one othember of the
body immediately after the ballots come in.

(5) Except for matters involving persons, votes@ren, but any
member of the body may ask for a secret balloteéret ballot

must be ordered if more than half of the membaeagsbé to vote

opt for it. Unless the statutes or procedures eflibdy dispose
otherwise, in matters involving persons only sebedots can be
held. An electronic ballot must be conducted by ¢hair as an
open or secret ballot depending on the above cistamses. A
secret ballot must not reveal the voters’ persarsle an open
ballot allows for all individual votes becoming kmo.

(6) The following responses are permissible to tuestion
posed: “yes”, “no”, “I am for it”, “| am against’itFor a decision
the unambiguous vote of more than half of thosesgore (or
sending in electronic votes) is needed.

(7) The chair (conducting chair) cannot vote incgen ballot
even if he/she is a member of the body unless ibaae equality
of votes or when it is his/her vote that is neededeach a
decision threshold. In a secret ballot the condgcthair can
also vote if he/she is a member of the body.

(8) In a vote on a post for which there is only oweninee, the
nominee cannot vote, and the threshold neededoter walidity
must be reduced by one vote. Such reduction, hayweaanot
alter the session’s (or electronic ballot’s) quorascertained
earlier.

(9) No such limitation prevails if several pers@re nominated
for the same post. In such cases those receiviaggthatest
number of votes among nominees gaining more thémohthe
votes must be regarded as elected. If the numbiose validly
elected fails to reach the number needed for tret, @mother
vote can be conducted among those not electee ifirgh round.

(10) A vote is invalid if it provides no ground fasscertaining
the intention of the voter; the ballot coming froan person
ineligible to vote as well as one cast by infringgrnof HASL,
the Academy’s Statutes or Procedures is also ithvali

(11) The result of the vote is ascertained andlanoed by the
conducting chair.
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(12) Participants of the session may decide orvétity of an

immediate remonstration against the decision. Aralisentia
(paper or electronic) ballot can be remonstratexdneg within 24
hours of the balloting. The grounds for such a nestration are
voted upon by the conducting chair, the memberhef hody
elected to validate the ballot, and another menabehe body
specifically asked by the conducting chair. Thereo scope for
remonstrating against their vote unless at any estdge

Academy’s Statutes or Procedures had been violated.

(13) Ballots used for a secret ballot (as well fas ¢lectronic
register of an electronic ballot) must be destroyétiin 15 days

(14) Wherever HASL, the Academy’s Statutes or Riaces
provide for a vote in a decision-making body, agydyallot must
be understood to mean an electronic ballot as $aqueorum,
secrecy etc. are concerned. The counting and valgdaules
followed in an in persona ballot must be understtmdpply to
electronic ballots as well.

Ch. 3
Special rules for electing members to a scientifimmittee

(1) Electing members to a scientific committee pems in a
secret ballot on paper or electronically along ghedelines laid
out in 40 § (4) of the Statutes and 27 § (3) ancg48) of the
Procedures.

(2) An election is invalid if fewer than 30 per teof the
committee’s members eligible to vote were presémother
round must follow that must be taken as valid pessive of the
number of ballots cast.

(3) When electing a new member, anybody can rumrasminee
if he/she is considered eligible to become a meniherthe
Statutes and the Procedures.

(4) From among nominees — within a previously deieed
guota — those who have received the greatest nuofbeotes
must be regarded as elected. If the number of thlessed fails
to reach the quota previously determined, a newdaf voting
must follow which must be taken as valid irrespextof the
number of ballots cast.
