Agnes Maté (born 1983) is research fellow at the Department of Classical Philology and Neo-
Latin Studies, University of Szeged, and primary investigator of the research project NKFIH
PD 128227. As an external researcher she is also associated to the MTA-SZTE Antiquity and
Renaissance: Sources and Reception research team. Agnes Mété earned her first PhD in 2011
under the supervision of Laszlo Szorényi, at the only doctoral school of Hungary specalised to
neo-Latin studies. She also earned a PhD in 2015 at the Faculty of Artes Liberales, University
of Warsaw, under the supervision of prof. Jerzy Snopek, current ambassador of Poland in
Budapest. Agnes worked at the Institute of Literary Studies RCH HAS between 1 January 2015
and 31 October 2018, first as an MTA postdoctoral research fellow and later as a junior research
fellow. She has published in Hungarian, in Italian and in English in periodicals as well as in
books printed by University of Amsterdam Press, Reciti Kiadé and Lazi Kiadd. One of her
articles written during her postdoctoral studies was awarded with Kubinyi Andrés Prize in 2018.
Her research abroad was more times financed by Klebelsberg Kuno Research Fund and she was
also awarded once with Bolyai Janos Postdoctoral Research Fund. In 2019 Agnes Maté together
with her collegue Teréz Oborni (Institute of History, RCH HAS) organized an international
memorial conference celebrating the 500th anniversary of the birth of Queen Isabella Jagiellon.
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
